during the rainy season ; overthrow of kings ; revolutions ; the sites for
tanks, wells, fountains and gordens; the locale of fish; merits of
horses, elephants and other animals; trade, sale and purchase; tho
councils of kings ***; tho trausition to heaven or hell after death;
in short all and everything that exists in the three regions of the uni-
verse, and occurring among mon, gods and titans.

Clhindogya-blhidshya. A commentary on the first two chapters of
the Chhindogya Bréhmana of the Sima Veda, in the order in which
they have been quoted by Bhavadeva in his Das'akarma paddhati.

This and the following ten codices are parts of an elaborate and

' highly esteemerd commentary on the great work of Ganges'a Upddhyiya
on the totality of the Nyiya doctrine. The entire work is usually
known under the name of Muthurdndthi, ov Mithurt, from the name of its
author, but fror such passages in the section on Pakshatd s ¢ asmatlyita-
siddbinta-vahasye,” * asmathkpita-pirea-paksha-rahasye” &e., and the use
of the word Ralasya in the colophons of the MSS, I believe it originally
bore the name of Rahasya or Manirahasya ov Chintdmani- Rahasya, in the
same way in which the commentary of Raghunitha S’iromani on the
Chintimani is named, Chintdmani=didhiti, Manididhiti, Didhitt, or S'iro=
mand, the last being the most: common. Dr. IIall notices the whole
work under the name of Mathurdndtht. (Contridutions, p. 29.) The
usual abbreviation of the name is M. T1.

The original toxt of Ganges’a Upddhyiya, who lived about seven
centuries ago in Tirhoot, (Mithila), bears the title of Tuttvachintdmani,
but it is generally known and quoted under the name of Chintdmani
or simply Mani. 1t is divided into four books, the Pratakshya-khanda,
perception, Anumdna-khanda, inforence, Upamana-khanda, comparison,
and Sabda-khanda, affirmation.  Of theso, the second was printed in Cal-
cutta, in 1848, and MSS. of the first and the fourth are available in the
Caloutta SanskritaCollege Library. The Asiatic Society’s Library hasa
codex of the fourth, and the third has been met with in the late R4ja
Ridhikdnta Bahadur’s Collection. T'he Bodleian has the first, (Aufrecht’s
MS. 584), and the Berlin Library the sccond (Nos. 651-2). The Denares
Colloge codex noted by Dr. Hall is probably complote (Contributions, 28).
The work forms the text book of tho Dengal School of the Naiydyikas,
and has been mest extensively commonted upon. Tho oldest commenta-
ry oxtant bears the name of Munydloka or simply A'loka. (No. DXVI.)
Its author, Jayadhara Tarkdlafkdra Mis'ra was a native of Tirhut, and
lived about five centuries ago. He boro the title of Pakshadhara, from
the circumstance, it is said, of his having been able to maintain by argu-
ment whatever side of a question he undertook to defend ; but others say
that the title is wuae to the power he had of retaining in his memory for
a fortnight whatever he once heard.  According to Dr. Hall, it proceeded

T
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from his habit of reading logic only once overy fortnight. He is
sometimes, but erroneously, called Jayadeva, and more erroneoudly
identified with the author of the G%tu Govinda, who lived in the district
of Bankurah betweeen six and seven hundred years ago. Visudeva
Sirvabhauma of Nadid was a pupil of Pakshadhara. He wrote a
commentary on gomo parts of the Clin/dmané which bore the title
of Sdryabhauma Nirukti, but it probably was superseded by the
work of his pupil Raghundtha Siromani, who is said to have studied
for a time with Pakshadhara also, and was a contemporary of Ra-
ghunandana, the author of the twenty-eight Tattvas. He commentad
on the first two books only, and of theso the second ocours in the Bodlelan
(Nos. 587, 588, 589), the Berlin (No. €650), and other collections.
A fragment of the first exists in the Caleutta Sanskrit College Library.
The most apt pupil of Raghundtha was Srirdma Tarkilafkdra, but
the professor neglected him and eneouraged another, a dunce, in his stead.
The tradition runs that 8'rirdma was very much hurt at this, and at his
death bed earnestly requested his son Mathurindtha Tarkavigis'a, then
a youth of 19 years of ago, to avenge the insult, by writing a com-
mentary on the Chintdmani which should supersede the work of his
precoptor. Mathuréndtha, thongh well versed in Sanskrit at the time,
was not proficient in the Nyfya, and the hest teacher accessible to him
being Raghundtha, he became his pupil, and as he read on, ho compiled
notes on the Didhiti which ave still extant. - Those notes, however, are not
held in so much esteem as the scholia on that work by Jagadisa (vide
No. DVII). Gadddhara’s notes are likewise said to be superior to them.
The exercise, however, qualified Mathurdinitha for a longer and more com-
prehensive work in which he commented on all the four books of the Clin-
tdmani, and indulged in a sarcasm against his tutor by describing him as
one who knew only upto a semblance of a veason: jduanti kechit hetrabhi-
sintam, thereby redeeming the pledgo ho had given to his father, His
work is generally acknowledged to be more lucid and successful than that
of his tutor ; but a complete copy of it has not yot been met with. The
fragments hero noticed are portions of the second book ; other fragments
are available in the Library of the Calcutta Sanskrit College. It issaid
that complete copies may boe had at Navadvipa. A scholia on the Guna-
prakds'a, the Quua-prakas'a-vivriti is the only other work (Calcutta San-
skrit College Library, No. 451) of his that has come to my notice.—The
India Office MSS. Nos. 302,780, 282 and 108 are said to be commen-
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taries on the (%intdmani, but I have no means of ascertaining the
names of their authors.

The author named his entire work the Manididhitiprakds'iké
in imitation of his S'ubdus'akti prafets’ihd, but it is generally known
under the name of Jigadi'é, and more commonly the Tippani,
tho usual abbreviation of which ia 74, 71. A complete codex of the
