Of No. 1 he writes: “It may be that this isa
picture of Paris portrayed as a herdsman on the slopes of
Mount Ida. The picture might serve appropriately as an
illustration for Euripides’ description, in the ‘Helen’, of
Paris, ‘whose pipe’s wild melody floated afar over Ida and
round still steadings of kine’. In the well-known vase of
Ionic style in Munich; with the scene of the Judgement of
Pﬁ;is, Paris is represented as a herdsman with three cattle---
Several striking characteristics of this picture associate it
with Pausias or his famons school of painting in Sicyon in
the fourth century B. C. We are told that the paintings
remained in Sicyon until 56 B. C. Copies may have existed
in the neighbouring city of Corinth.” .

The picture at Corinth differs noticebly from all other
representations, in which Europa is either wholly or padtly
nude”.

Sakya (Siddhartha i.e. Buddha) was a friend of Bimbisara
who was the 5th Saisunaga king (32nd Magadha king from
Somapi whose father Sahadeva died in the great Kurukshetra
war of the Mahabharata).
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It might be that Sakya was the grandfather of Gautama
Buddha ( who was also known as Sakymuni—a sage in the
line of the mighty king Sakya.

Note ¢ As Rahula became the king after Suddhodana in
absence of Sakya (who became a monk termed the last
Buddha or Gautama Buddha ), Rahula ( Ratula ) is placed
just after Suddhodana in the list of the Dynasty. Sakya was
not a king. Hence the wrong insertion of his name just
before Suddhodana who was actually the father of Sakya,
as understood from the aforesaid evidences of Amara Kosha
etc. Buddha was alive upto the reign of Rahula (23rd king
after Vrihadvala, in his own line) as well as that of Bimbi-
sara (32nd Magadha king from Somapi). Mr. Wilson assumes
that some kings were omitted from the list (in between
Vrihatkshema, Ist king and Sanjaya, 21st king) perhaps
because their power reduced and capital transferred (lastly
to Kapilavastu) from Ayoddhya.

Reign of 32 Magadha kings from Somapi to Bimbisara
BC 3140—1817=1323 years=Reign of 23 kings from Vri-
hatkshema to Rahula (Buddha’s son). The Avatara styled
Buddha was a previous Buddha, born in Dwapara Yuga in
Asadha Sukla Navami according to Hindu Tradition.

LUNAR DYNASTY IN KASHMIR FROM
PARIKSHITA’S SECOND SON : SAPTARSHI
ERA FROM 3077 B.C.

As Gonanda-II left no heir, Parikshit ruled Kashmir
directly from Hastinapura for about 15 years, and then
Harnadeva (Swarnadeva) second son of Parikshita was given
the Kashmir throne in 3077 B.C from which the SAPTA-
RSHI ERA of Kashmir is- counted. The three reigns from
Yasovati to Parikshita are :—

Hence the period from 3077 B. C. to 316 B. C ( Andhra-
nta or the end of Andhra dynasty ) covers 2761 years (i. e.,
after 2700 years or in the 2nd Maghaa century after comple-
tion of one cycle of 27 asterism @ 100 years per asterism ),
quite in conformity with the dicta :

(1) Yavatparikhito janma Yavannandavisechanam,
Etadvarsasahasram Tu Panchasatottaram ( 1500 years ), as
found in one copy of the Matsya Purana, while five copies
collected by Mr. H. H. Wilson read : ‘Panchasaduttaram’ or
1050 in place of 1500 ( Panchasatottaram ), surely due to
the mistake committed by the copyists. ‘Parikshit’s birth
(about three months after the Mahabharata war, i.e., in
February, 3139 B.C.) to Nanda’s accession was actually,
according to the duration of the different intermediate
dynasties, as enumerated by all the authorities, fifteen cen-
turies; Viz.

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( Ref: Same Foot Note No. 80 as cited above, points
out, ‘“and at the close of the passage, after specifying as
usual that the seven Rishis were in Maghaa in the time of
Parikshit. Saptarshyayo Maghayuktah Kalai Parikshitah
Same.” )

(4) SAPTARSHAYASTATHA TESYUH PRADIPTA-
GNINA SAMAM—Matsya, ‘The seven Rishis are on a line
with the brilliant Agni > that is, with Maghaa ( and not
with Krittika as said by Mr. Wilson), the first asterism
( constellation ) in Simha Rasi ( Leo, a Fire Sign ), which is
a Fixed Fire Sign according to Astrology, while a century
assigned to each asterism is also a type of astrological
calculation for 2700-year-cycle, i. e. the period of a com-
plete revolution, something like Jovian-year-cycle of 60
years ( South Indian ) which has no perfect relation with
Astronmy.

Thus the relevant reading, ‘CHATURVIMSO’ should be
correctly, ‘SAPTAVIMSO’ in the following Slokas (verses)
cited by Mr. Wilson in the same Foot Note No. 80 :

‘The Vayu adds, andbrante sa CHATURVIMSO Bhavishyanti
sa TE mata” ‘—Brahmanasta Chaturvimso Bhavishyanti
samah , A hundred years of Brahma will be in the twenty-
fourth (asterism).’ Though Mr. Wilson observes that the said
word indicating 2400 years’ is obviously most inaccurate’
but his interpretation ‘Brahma’ for Brahmansh is also most
inaccurate, for Brahmanah here means ‘Brahamanas’i.e,
the sages (seven) and not ‘Brahma’, the Creator god of the
Trinity Forms of Brahman (Manifest or Saguna).

Some other such inaccurate readings are :
(1) Prayasyanti yada chaite Purvasadham maharshayah,
tada Nandat prabhrityesah kalirbriddhim gamisyati.

~—Vishnu purana 4, 24. 39.
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(2) Yada masaghaabhyo yasynti PURVASADHAM maha-
rshayah tada nandat prabhrityesah kalirbriddhim gamisyati.

For correct reading in conformity with the fact that the
period from Parikshita to Nanda covers 1500 ( fifteen hun-
dred ) years, the word ‘Purvasadham’ ( the tenth asterism
after Maghaa i. e., from Purvaphalguni ) should be ‘Purvab-
hadram’ ( the fifteenth asterism after Magha, the tenth
astersm of the Zodiac ). Hence, the aforesaid slokas, cited
by Bankim Chandra Chattopadhaya in his book ‘KRISHNA-
CHARITRA'’ lead him to incorrect decision about the date of
the Mahabharata war as well as that of Chandragupta Maurya.
He also misinterpreted the following Slokas of the Vishnu
Purana, treating the word Pravrittascha ‘Kalirdwadasavdasata-
tmakah' as twelve hundred years of Kali passed ( Pravritta
means ‘startcd’ and not ‘passed’ or past ) to indicate that the
Mahabharata war occurred in Kali 1200 year or 1900 B. C.
quite in contradiction to the tradition that Kali age comme-
nced with the reign of Parikshita. Mr. Wilson, however,
correct in translating the Sloka thus, ‘At the birth of
Parikshit they (seven sages i. e, Saptarshis ) were in Maghaa
and the Kali age then commenced, which consists of 1200
( divine ) years.’ ( 1 Divine year=360 human years; 1200
divine yeas=1200 x 1360=432000 human years, quite in
conformity with the Hindu scriptures and tradition ) :

‘Tena saptarshayo yuktastisthantya vdasatam nrinam te-tu
parikshite kale maghaswasan dwijottama tada pravrittascha
Kalirdwadasavdasatatmakam.’—Vishnu Purana, 4. 24. 33. 34.

It is, therefore, clear that Buddha’s traditional birth date
Kali 1215 (i. e. 1216th year of Kali Yuga) or 1886 B.C
nicely corroborates to the periods of Viddhisara (Bimbisara)
and Ajata-satru ( reign from B. C. 1845 to 1792 in total for
the two kings ), as already shown in the aforesaid Table of
Mr. A. Somayajulu. Thus Chandragupta Maurya reigned
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from 1518 B. C. ( Kali 1583 i. e., 1584th year of Kali-Yuga )
and not in 322 B.C. as conjectured by Mr. V. A. Smith or in
315 B. C. as conjectured by Bankim Chandra chattopad-
dhaya,

Buddha’s traditional birth date March 29th, 1886 B. C.,
wednesday ( Julian calendar ), Vaisakhi Purnima ( noon),
i. e.,, Kali Yuga 1215 year past ( 1216th year ) also corrobor-
ates to Adi Sankara’s traditional birth date April 22nd, 508
B. C, Sunday, Vaisakha sukla panchami ( noon ), i. e. Kali
2593 past (2594th) as per records kept in Dwaraka and Puri
Mathas, a well as in the book, the Sankara Vijaya ( which
also assert’s Adi Sankara’s death in Kali 2625 or 476 B. C.
i. e., after 1410 years from Buddha’s birth ). All authori-
ties accept that Adi Sankaracharya preached his religion
adout 1400 years after Buddha.

And Adi Sankara’s period (B. C. 508 to 476) again
corroborates to Kumarila Bhatta’s period (556-492 B.C.,
or, 2545-2609 Kali past), according to Jaina as well as Hindu
tradition ). The Jina Vijay alludes :

Paschat panchadase varse sankarasya gate sati,
Bhattacharyya kumarasya darsanam ,kritavan sivah.
(Sivah means Sankara)
Thus, Sankara met Kumarila in Kali 2593416=2609
Kali past i.e., 492 B. C.

In order to defeat the Jains, Kumarila learnt the secrets
of Jain philosophy as a disciple of Vardhamana Mahavira
{ 599-528 B.C. according to jain traditions as well as Hindu
tradition ).

Adi Sankara was born in the 14 Vikrama Era pasti.e.,
15th year of the reign of Legendary Vikramaditya whose
father Chandrasarma became a Sanyasi ( monk ) with the
adopted name Govinda Yogindra’ the Guru of Sankara-
charyya ( Adi Sankara ).
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The Legendary Vikramaditya’s birth is, however, available
in 548 B. C. ( Kali 2553 past ) on the basis of the astro-
nomical data maintained and discussed by the Hindu astro-
logers. He ascended the throne of Ujjain in Malawa in 523
B. C. ( Kali 2578 past ) in Dundubhi year ( according to
North Indian system of Jovian year ) when Jupiter ( posited
in Kanya or Virgo ) aspected the 9th place ( of fate) and
11th place ( his Moon-sign Vrisa i. e.,, Taurus). This
corroborates to Adi Sankara’s birth year ISWARA (508 B. C.)
when Jupiter was in Dhanus ( Sagittarius ).

The legendary Vikramaditya was born in Sumukha year
( now termed as Durmukha year, a name however not at
all consistant with the happy position of Jupiter in his
peak house Karkata, i.e. Cancer) in 548 B. C. when Sun,
Moon, Jupiter etc, were in their peak houses and thus
mostly corroborate to the position of planets as given in
the horoscope at page 139 of Sri Narayan Dutta Srimali’s
book ‘‘Kundali Darpan” in Hindi.

Counting from 508 B. C. Iswara year, at the rate of 351-
0492 days per Jovian year it is found that the year 1983-1984
was Iswara year ( Nov 3, 1983—Oct. 24, 1984 ) when Jupiter
was posited in Dhanus ( Sagittaious ). In the same way it is
found that 3140 B. C. (the Mahabharata-war year ) was
Vikrita year with Jupiter mostly in Makara ( Capricornus )
in North Indian system of Jovian year, which corrobroates
to the Hindu tradition (North Indian system of Jovian year).
According to South Indian system of the Jovian year of the

‘Barhaspatya Varsha, the years 1961 A. D. and 3140 B. C.
(-3139 A. D) were Plava years and the yeais 3139 B. C.
(i.e., —3138 A. D.) and 1962 A. D. (from Chaitra sukla
Pratipada ) were Sobhakrita or Subhakrit years ( the cal-
-culation being simple for 60-Solar-year ( sidereal ) cycle,
for instance 3138+ 1962=5100=85X60 ). It is said that
the Asvamedha Yajna was performed by Yudhisthira in
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Chaitra Purnima of the Sobhakrita year according to South
Indian tradition. This is available in 3139 B.C. (March
23rd ), after about 4.5 months from the date of commence-
ment of the Kurukshetra war (November 9th, Friday, 3140
B. C. in Amabasya or New Moon that started just before
noon ). Bhisma died on January 15th 3139 B, C. ( Sukla-
Astami with Moon in Rohini asterism ) in Uttayaana (Nor-
therly rotation of the Sun ) that commenced previous night
at about 8 P. M. I. S. T ( 14th January, Monday ). In this
20 th century A. D. the Moon cannot be in Rohini asterism
in Suklastami on such a day adjacent to the winter Solstice
which now falls on December 22nd mostly, for meanwhile
the vernal equinox point moved backward about 70° from
Rohini asterism to Uttarabhrapada ( in which Moon may
posit during Suklaastami on such a Winter Solistice day ).
For instance, December 22nd, Sunday, 1974 A. D. was
winter solstice day ( Uttarayana started at 11h. 26m. A. M.,
1. S. T ) with Suklastami when the Moon was in Uttarabha-
drapada Nakshatra ( asteriem ), while this was not Magha
Suklastami, but Margasirsa or Agrahayana Suklastami
( Bhisma died in Magha Suklastami with Rohini Naksha-
tra in Sidereal Phalguna, which is available on January
15th, 3139 B. C.). And destruction of Yaduvamsa ( Yadu
clan ) occurred 36 ( thirty-six ) years after the great Maha-
bharata war according to the curse of Gandhari, mother of
Duryodhana.

The peculiar solar eclipses, one prior to the Maha-
bharata war and another prior to the destruction of Yada-
vas ( and demise of Sri Krishna ), as referred to in the
Mahabharata, are also available on the 12th September,
3140 B. C., and 23rd September, 3103 B. C., respectively.

The position of each and every planet (as alluded in
the Mahabharata ) prior to the Mahabharata war is also
found most correctily in 3140 B.C. (September 12th to Nove-
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mber 9th ), though the relevant descriptions in the Maha-
bharata are very much mingled with astroloogical terms.

Bhishma was in the bed of arrows for 58 nights (Novem-
ber 18th, 3140 B. C. to January 14th, 3139 B, C, i.e. 13431
+14=158 ) and this also nicely corroborates to the above
account.

Date of open Appearance of Pandavas in the court of
The king Virata.

According to the Bengali translation of the Mahabharata
by Kasiram Das (in Virata parva ) the Pandavas openly
appeared in the royal court of the king Virata on Asaadha
Purnima, Thursday, about six months before the great
Kurukshetra War. This date is available on May 31st, 3140
B. C., Thursday, Asaadh Purnima. This also corroborates to
the statement of Uttaraa in Stree Bilapa parva ( just after
the end of Kurukshetra War ), indicating clearly that her
union with Abhimanyu, “had been ordained only for six
months, for on the seventh” ( lunar month ) her husband
Abhimanyu, a great hero had “been bereft of life” ( Ref:
The Mahabharata of K. D. Vyasa translated in English by
Pratap Chandra Roy, CL.LE, Voll. II, pages 36-37 ).

Date of Sri Krishna’s Demise

As already stated Yadavas’ destruction occurred and
Sri Krishna ‘shuffled off’ his mortal coil after 36 ( thirty-
six ) years from the date of Gandhari’s curse ( just after the
end of the great Kurukshetra War ), “I shall curse thee,---
O Govinda, thou shalt be the slayer of thy own kinsmen :
On the ‘thirty-sixth’ year from this,......thou shalt, after
causing the slaughter of thy kinsmen and friends and sons,
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perish by disgustful means within the wilderness;......»
{ The Mahabharata, translated by Pratap Chandra Ry, Vol-
H, Section XXV, page 37 ). Accordingly after 36 years Sri
Krishna warned his kinsmen ( Yadavas ) about the peculiar
occurrence of the Solar eclipse on the 13th day of the Dark-
half after Full Moon ( or followed by a Full Moon ) that
occurred on the 15th day of the bright-half, similar to
that very peculiar occurrence prior to the great Mahabharata
War. Such similar occurrence may be available after a
period of about 37 years 10 days, and the said Solar eclipse
is available on September 23rd, 3103 B.C., Thursday.
According to the Bengali Mahabharata of Kashiram Das,
Sri Krishna himself said to Daruka just before his demise,
that on the next seventh day Dwaraka would be inundated
by the ocean in Full Moon with Krittika asterism (in
lunar Kartika ) which actually occurred on October 7th,
Thursday, 3103 B.C., and hence, the date of Sri Krishna’s
demise was 1st October, Friday, 3103 B.C. at noon or
afternoon in Sukla Navami ( Akshaya Navami, the holy
Tithi of lunar day _of Treta-yugaadya as well as of
Jagaddhatri Puja \,

Sri Krishna’s age at the time of his Demise

According to the Vishnu Puarana ( most of the hand-
written copies ) as well as the Bhagavata, a messenger from
the God ( Brahmma Himself according to the Bhagavaga)
came to Sri Krishna after the occurrence of the aforesaid
Solar eclipse and said with reverence,”...... A period excee-
ding a century and twenty-five years have passed since thy
birth in the earth; now. if it be thy pleasure, return to
Svarga.......But should such not be thy will, then remain
here as long as it may be desirable to thy dependants......”
And to this Sri Krishna replied,......The burdens of the
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earth are not removed until the Yadavas are extirpated. I
will effect this also in my descent, and quickly ; for it shall
come to pass in seven nights. When [ have restored the
land of Dwarka to the ocean, and annihilated the race of
Yadu, I will procceed to the mansions of the immortals....”

Thus, Sri Krishna was above 125 at the time of his
demise. But according to the Hindu tradition Sri Krishna’s
age was above 90 years while Arjuna's age was about 90
years at the time of Kurukshetra War. Besides, it is said
according to Hindu tradition that Arjuna was above 126
years of his age at the timc of Mahaprasthana ( the great
departure ) of Pandaba few days after Sri Krishna’s death.
Hence, Sri Krishna’s age at the time of his demise was
above 127 year ( 90+37=127). It may however be men-
tioned that in some copies of The Vishnu Pauarna the word
“Varsanam adhikam satam” has been written wrongly in
place of the correct reading “Panchavimsadhikam Satam”
( which has bean accepted by Bankim Chandra Chattopa-
dhyaya and many others to corroborate to the Sloka with
the word “Panchavimsadhikam satam” in the Bhagavata ).
In Virata Parba it is also found that Sri Arjuna says to
Uttara, “Panchasasthincha Varsani Tat Partha Svetabahanah
Mahaviryam Mahadivyametaddhanur-Anuttamam.” This
means Gandiva, the great bow had been in possession of
Arjuna for 65 ycars prior to May, 3140 B.C. and thus he
got Gandiva from Agni, the God of fire prior to the burning
of Khandava forest at about his age of 25 years. And this
burning of Khandava took 33 years as indicated in the
Mahabharata, chapter 52 by the words of Dhritarastra,
“Trayastrinsath Samah Samahooya, sarvan Jigaya, Agni-
matarpayachcha”. According to Nilakantha the words
“Trayastrinsath Samah” means 33 years.
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+ The birth date of Sri Krishna : It is clear from the above
para that Sri Krishna was born in 9043140 =3230 B.C,, and
actually Sri Krishna’s peculiar birth time at the fag end of
Sravani Krishna-Astami in Sidereal Bhadra is available at
about the midnight of July, 13 ( O hour of I4th in Western
style ), Thursday, 3230 B.C. with the Moon in Lagna
( ascendant ) in the asterism Rohini ( Prajapati or Brahma )
in the sign Vrisa ( Prajapati or Brahma, i.e., Taurus ), the
Mars in Mithuna ( Gemini ), Jupiter and Mercury in
Karkata ( Cancer ). Sun and Rahu ( Dragon’s head ) in
Simha (Leo ). Venus in Kanya ( Virgo ), a very wonder-
ful astrological combination formed in a Jupiterian year
styled Prajapati ( Brahma ) according to South Indian
method of calculation of Jovian Calendar. The Lagnamalika
Yoga is termed Chakradhar-Malikayoga after the Birth-chart

Krishna, the holder of Sudarsana-Chakra ( Disc ), the grest
weapon.

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Sources of Ancient Indian History—Contradictory
conjectures of Western writers :

Vincent A. Smith writes, “The sources of, or original authori-
ties for, the early history of India may be arranged in four
classes. The first of these is tradition, chiefly as recorded in
native litarature, the second consists of those writings of foreign
travellers and historians which contain observations on Indian
subjects, the third is the evidence of archaeology, which may be
subdivided into the monumental, the epigraphic, and the numis-
matic, and the fourth comprises the few works of native contem-
porary, or nearly contemporary, litarature which deal expressly
with historical subjects.”

He also says, “The most systematic record of Indian historical
tradition is that preseved in the dynastic lists of the Puranas’’,

But mysteriously he is not faithful io his own words as he
refers, “The political history of India begins for an orthodox
Hindu more than three thousand years before the Christian era
with the famous war waged on the banks of the Jumna, between
the sons of Pandu, as related in the Vast epic known as the
Mahabharata......... In order to be available for the pnrpose of
histhry, events must be susceptible of arrangement in definite
chronological order and capable of being dated approximately,
if not exactly. Facts to which dates cannot be assigned, although,
they may be 1nvaluable for the purpose of enthology, philology,
and other sciences, are of no use to the historian.”

Coments by A. Somayajulu in his book ‘The dates in Ancient
Indian History’ :

“The history of Kashmir written by Professor Hasan in English
on the authority of Mulla Ahmed’s History of Kashmir written
in Persian language based on Rajatarangini, Ratnakara Purana
etc., ( vide account given by Pandit Ananda Kaul in the journal
of the Asiatic Society of Bengal for April 1910) also proves that

After
ruling 40 years he was killed in a battle by Parikshit, king of
Hastingpura. At the time of his death in 3019 B. V. (3377 B.C.),
Parikshit gave Kashmir to his second son Harnadeva.

The 80 kings from Harnadeva to Matrigupta ruled for 3112
years as per table of Kashmir kings given separately....”

Who,was Sandrottus ?—Chandragupta Maurya or Chandragupta I
or, Samudragupta ? Mr. A. S, Somayajulu's comments :

“The Greek historians wrote that Sandrocottus had intimacy
with the queen of Maghada and that with the assistance of the
queen he killed the king and ascended the throne of Magadha.
This account does not refer to Chandragupta Maurya but it refers
to Chandragupta I, the founder of the Gupta dynasty. !

“The Greek historians also wrote that Sandrocottus quarrelled
with his father and left Maghadha and having collected armies,
he invaded Maghadha, killed his father and became king of
Magadha. This account does not refer to Chandragupta Maurya
at all but it applies to Samudragupta exactly.
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“The Greek historians also wrote that Sandrocottus marched
over the whole of India with an army of 603 thousand men.
Chandragupta Maurya was simply a puppet in the hands of
Chanakya. Hence this account also refers to Samudragupta who
overran the whole of India from Cape Comorin to the
Himalayas.

‘“The Greek historians also wrote that Seleukus contracted a
matrimonial alliance with Sandrocottus. There is nothing to
prove that Chandragupta Maurya married a Greek princess. The
Allhabad inscription of Samudragupta’s conquests states that
Samudragupta received a daughter in marriage from a foreion
king in the North West. Hence this account also applies to
Samudragupta.

Ceeees The three names Sandrokottus, Sandrocyptus and San-
drocottus referred to by the Greek historians apply to Chandra-
gupta I, Samudragupta and Chandragupta II of the Gupta
dynasty.

In the same book Mr. Somayajulu points out, “As per Kaliyuga
Raja Vrittanta of Bhavisshyottara Purana, Chandragupta-I
served as commander-in-chief of the Magadha army under the
31st king Chandra-Sri who ruled over Magadha in Pataliputra for
10 years. Chandragupta killed the king and acted as the guar-
dian of his minor son Pulomayee 1V for 7 years after which he
murdered the boy and ascended the throne of Magadha. Hence
Chandra-Sri ascended the throne in 316+47+410=333 B.C. and
ruled till 323 B.C. As Alexander’s expedition to India took
place in 327 B.C. Chandra Sri was the contemporary of Alexander
the Great. Xandrammes referred to by the Greek historians as
contemporary of Alexander is identical with Chandra Sri.

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The Large Comet Observed Before The Mahabharata
War—was it Halley’s comet ?

The large comet observed prior to commencement of the
great Kurukshetra war as mentioned in the Bhisma Parva
appears to be Halley’s comet, the years of past apparitions
of which firom old chronicles and records are ¢ 240 B. C. 12
B. C, 66AD, 141, 218, 295, 373, 451, 530, 607-608, 683, 760,
837, 912, 989, 1066, 1145, 1223, 1301, 1378, 1456, 1531, 1607,
1682 (observed by Edmond Halley himsef), 1759, 1835, 1910
and 1985-86.

The elements that Halley calculated were :

Hence the comet completed 38 revolu-
tions in about 2900 years from 3140 BC to 240 BC at the
rate of 76. 315 years per revolution (cycle\.

It can, therefore, be safely said that the brilliant large
comet observed prior to the commencement of the great
Mahabharata war in 3140 B. C. was Halley’'s comet. And
Jonathan Swift nicely said ‘Old men and comets have been

reverenced for the same reason, their long beards and pre-
tences to foretell events.”
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( The M. Bharata 6.3. 28—29 )

Comments of Mr. S. K. Belvalkar :

“The most noteworthy solitary reading offered by Deva-
bodha, the oldest Mahabharata commentator so far known,
however, is SURYACANDRAU ( for CANDRASURYAU)
in 6. 3. 29. The context here is the enumeration of certain
ominous phenomena preceding the great Bharata War, and
amongst these is the mention of two eclipses, that of the
Moon and of the Sun in one and the same month (ekamase).
And we are further told that they took place trayodasim
(on the thirteenth tithi) and aparvani. Since stanza 28 speaks
of the new-moon day ( amavasya ) as falling on a trayodasi,
it is clear that trayodasim must refer to the solar eclipse,
and aparvani ( the other predication ) to the lunar, altho-
ugh in the compound candrasuryau the sequence is just the
other way. Now when the amavasya falls on trayodasi,
at least one—if not both—the full-moon days preceding and
following such a defective fortnight ( Ksayapaksa, techni-
cally known as Visvaghasra) comes after sixteen tithis.
The fortnightly bisection of the month ( ardhamasaparvan,
as Yaska names it, Nirukta 120 ) is in this case uneven
(13:16), and thatis what is meant by the predication
aparvani used about the full-moon eclipse. Now,K with a
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krsnapaksa of thirteen tithis in which a solar eclipse is to
take place, there is no possibility of a lunar eclipse
happening at the end of the preceding sixteen-tithi fort-
night, owing to the very short duration of the Purnima ;
but a lunar eclipse at the end of the following sixteen-tithi '
fortnight is within the limits of possibility. If therefore
the earlier solar eclipse and the later lunar eclipse are to
fall within one month (ekamase), the month must end with
the full-moon, as in reckoning current in Northern India
(as opposed to the amanta reckoning familiar in the
South'. Devabodha, the Northerner, would see no difficulty
in the reading Suryacandrau, which he found in the MSS.
(It does not look as though Devabodha himself had changed
the reading —Comment No. 2). In all our MSS., Northern
as well as Southern, the reading is candrasuryau, which,
on purely objective considerations, thc present editor did
not feel himself at liberty to change. But South-Indian
readers and copyists would naturally stumble at the
sequence Suryacandrau, and make it candrasuryau agreea-
bly to the amanta regckoning. But that woutd make matters
worse, because, as we saw, with a Visvaghasra krsnapaksa
in which a solar eclipse is to take place, a lunar eclipse on
the preceding full-moon cannot possibly take place. Others
have attempted to cut the Gordian knot by altering the
reading ekamase, which was believed to be the heart of the
trouble. This has been done in several different ways. There
are the two changes (K B Da D) ekatrahani (T G M), which
are astronomical monstrosities, as we cannot have the'two
eclipses in one paksa, nor on one and the same day, in
spite of Nilakantha’s explanation (on GK stanza 32), which
is counsel of dispair. The variant devamase, favoured by
the Madras edition, I do not know how to understand
exactly. It can mean according to the lexicographers,
eight month, which will ‘'be Kartika (with Cditra as the
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first month) ; it can also mean Margasirsa with which the
year once commenced, and which is hence known as the
Kesava month (of. BG. 10.35). The variant ekahnahi
(Dn D ) has been interpreted by some to signify ‘the same
tithi’, i.e,, the (SUKLA—) trayodasi (the last tithi of the
bright fortnight) when the lunar eclipse occurred, and the
(KRSNA—) trayodasi (of the same or next month’s dark
fortnight) when the solar eclipse also occurred. But it is
quite impossible that two such Visvaghasra or thirteen tithi
fortnights can occur at such a short interval. To understand
ekahna hi to mean the same day of the week is also not
very happy, because in the first place, it is not quite estab-
lished that the weekdays, in the Mahabharata, had any
current names ; but supposing that the lunar eclipse of a
certain month and the solar eclipse of the paksa or month
preceding or following it fell on the same week-day (which
would be possible on the fifteenth but not on the sixteenth
day, which is the case before us), where is the authority
to suppose that this circumstance gives its ominous
character 7 Whatever may have been the actual history
of the present reading and its successive variations, the
instance should at any rate establish the fact that deliberate
changes in the astronomical statements found in the current
text of the Epic have been made—whether before Devabo-
dha or after him is immaterial to us—and it would really
be futile to attempt by ingenious interpretations to harmo-
nize all the conflicting astronomical statements found in
the different parts of the Mahabharata, pending as a pri-
mary requirement, the fixation of the text of the concerned
passages”.
