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THE SUMACHAR DURPUN...It was discontinued in 1841, or rather transferred
to & native editor in Caleutta, in whose hands it soon drooped or died. (156 May,
1861, p. 809.)
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“The nccessity of cstabliching a paper I had long been convinced of, and I have never
failed to agitate the subject on all suitable occasions, and when I heard of the oxtinction
of the [Sumachar] Durpan, T have vicwed it in the same light as you have done, and after
much discussion, we have now come to a satisfactory conclusion. On last Tucsday evening
tho 7th, Tara Chand [Chuckerbarty], Peary [Chand Mitor), myself mot at Krishna's [Rev.
K. M. Banorjea's], and we resolved upon establishing a monthly magazine in Bengalee and
English, and aleo the Durpan in case the receipts on account of the latter will enablo us
to employ a competent person versed in English and Bengalee to render the translations
of both the papers. This important duty no one seems willing to undertake and unless we
can sccure an intelligent young man to dovote all his time, which would porhaps cost us
Rs. 100, we cannot venture to tuke up two papers. Andn my humble opinion they are
both, under present circumstance, equally necessary. The magazine is to keep up a spirit
of enquiry amongst the cducated nativos, to revive their dying institubtions such as the
Library (Qaleutta Public], The Society for A. G. K. [for Acquisition of General Knowledgo],
to arouse them from their lethargic state, to discuss such subjects as female education, the
remarriage of Hindu widows, eto. It is in short to be our peculiar organ. The Durpan on
the othor hand is for the native community in general, to be oasy and simple in its style,
not to run into any lengthened discussion of any subject—to avoid abstract questions, to
be extromely cautious of awakening the prejudices of the orthodox, to give items of news
likely to be interesting to the native community, and gradually to extend their imforma-
tion, quickly to purge them of their prejudices, and open their minds to the enlightenment
of knowledge and civilization. It should make the extinct Durpan its model. The two
objects of the two papers are quite distinot, and though I have very inadequately expressed
myself, you will perceive the difference, and I think you will concur with me as to the
wisdom of the plan I have proposed...”

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The first Hindoo who established a press in Caloutta was Baboo-ram, & native of
Hindoosthan...He was followed by Gunga-Kishore, formerly employed at tho S8srampore
press, who appears io have been the first who conceived the idea of printing works in
the current language a8 & means of acquiring wealth., To ascortain the pulse of the
Hindoo public, he printed several works at the press of a Kuropean, for which having
obtained a ready sale, he established an office of his own, and opened a book-shop.
For more than six years, he oontinued to print in Calcutta various works in the
Bengalee language, but having disagreed with his coadjutor, he has now removed his
press to his native village. He appointed agents in the chief towns and villages in
Bengal, from whom his books were purchased with great avidity, and within & fort-
night after the publication from the SBcrampore press of the Somachar Durpun, the
first Nativo Weekly Journal printed in India, he published another, which we hear
has since failed.—‘‘On the effact of the Native Press in India,” The Friend of India,
Quarterly Beries, No. I. Septr.
